All countries have a moral and legal obligation to protect
children, both within their country as well as those immigrants
fleeing danger elsewhere.

Therefore: The International Pediatric Association (IPA),
representing over one million pediatricians in 149 nations*,
hereby expresses our strong opposition to the practices
employed by the government of the United States of America
that result in the detention of children at United States
borders. The detention and separation of children from their
families, and the deplorable and inhumane conditions these
children are subjected to, are immoral, and ignore basic
human rights.

The failure to provide basic care, health care, medicine,
adequate nutrition, supervision, access to necessary hygiene,
translators, and legal assistance brings irreparable harm
